Holy Land Pilgrimage, 10 days 

Arrival in Israel 
Guide welcomes the group at Ben 
Gurion Airport. Transportation to 
hotel in Tel Aviv. Welcome dinner 
and orientation at hotel. 

Start the journey on the shores of 
Caesarea Maritima, then enjoy the 
view from Mt. Carmel. Cross the 
plain of Armageddon. Spend the 
evening in Nazareth, after visiting 
Mt. Precipice and the Basilica of the 
Annunciation. 

Sea of Galilee and 
the Jordan River 

From Nazareth, head to the ancient 
city of Tel Dan. Visit Caesarea 
Philippi, where Peter made his Great 
Confession. Explore Hatzor, then 
head south to visit the Mount of 
Beatitudes. Spend the night in 
Tiberias on the Sea of Galilee.  

Begin the day in Capernaum, the 
town of Jesus. Afterwards, see a 
2000-year old boat. Continue to the 
Jordan River, then walk the Roman 
city of Beit Shean. End the day with 
a boat ride on the Sea of Galilee. 

Morning prayer in the garden of 
Gethsemane, followed by Mount 
of Olives tour. Walk the Via 
Dolorosa, visit Bethesda and the 
Holy Sepulchre. See the Old City 
and markets of Jerusalem. 

Morning prayer at the Garden 
Tomb. Continue with a tour of the 
Jewish Quarter and the Western 
Wall.  Ascend the Temple Mount, 
then explore the Jerusalem 
Archaeological Park, David’s 
Tomb, and Nehemiah’s Wall.

Departure 
from Israel 

See the town of Bethany and the 
tomb of Lazarus. Travel to 
Bethlehem, and visit the place of 
Jesus’ birth. Relax for a traditional 
meal in a Bedouin tent, before 
returning to Jerusalem.  

Last-minute shopping in the 
Jerusalem markets and free time  
to pack and rest. Then, head to 
the airport to board the plane for 
home. 

Drive south through the Jordan River 
Valley, to Herod’s desert fortress of 
Masada.  Float on the Dead Sea and 
visit Qumran, where the Dead Sea 
Scrolls were found. Enter Jerusalem, 
and check in to the hotel. 

Discover the ancient city of 
Jerusalem in the City of David.  
See the Pool of Siloam and 
Hezekiah’s Tunnel.  Visit St. 
Peter’s Church at Gallicantu 
before touring the Israeli Museum.
